PRESENTATION - NJ Relay for Life for Greater Morristown – Ellen Brody Decker, Event Chair

Relay for Life will be held on May 21, 2016 at the Mennen Arena, East Hanover Avenue.

What Is Relay? Organized, overnight community fundraising walk; Teams of people camp out ; around a track; Members of each team take turns walking around the track; Food, games and activities provide entertainment and build camaraderie; Family-friendly environment for the entire community.
Because it's a team event, individual participants are not required to be there the entire time. But it's so much fun, you'll find it hard to leave!
What Makes a Relay Event Special? Many moments create the unique Relay experience. Event details vary by location, but all events have key moments in common:

Survivors Lap - During the Survivors Lap, all cancer survivors at the event take the first lap around the track, celebrating their victory over cancer while cheered on by the other participants who line the track. Relay For Life events also recognize and celebrate caregivers, who give time, love, and support to their friends, family, neighbors, and coworkers facing cancer.

Luminaria Ceremony - The Luminaria Ceremony takes place after dark, so we can remember people we have lost to cancer, honor people who have fought cancer in the past, and support those whose fight continues. Candles are lit inside of personalized bags and are placed around the Relay track as glowing tributes to those who’ve been affected by cancer.
 

Fight Back Ceremony - This emotionally powerful ceremony inspires Relay participants to take action. The Fight Back Ceremony symbolizes the emotional commitment each of us can make in the fight against cancer. The action taken represents what we are willing to do for ourselves, for our loved ones, and for our community to fight cancer year-round and to commit to saving lives.

History of Relay For Life - In May 1985, Dr. Gordy Klatt walked and ran for 24 hours around a track in Tacoma, Washington, ultimately raising $27,000 to help the American Cancer Society fight the nation’s biggest health concern cancer. A year later, 340 supporters joined the overnight event. Since those first steps, the Relay For Life movement has grown into a worldwide phenomenon, raising nearly $5 billion to fight cancer.

ORDINANCE – INTRODUCTION 

Each ordinance as hereinafter set forth was introduced, passed on first reading by the vote as hereinafter indicated, with a public hearing thereon scheduled for a regular meeting to be held on April 20, 2016  at 7:00 P.M.:

ORDINANCE NO.  05-16-CALENDAR YEAR 2016 ORDINANCE TO EXCEED THE MUNICIPAL BUDGET APPROPRIATION LIMITS AND TO ESTABLISH A CAP BANK (N.J.S.A. 40A:4 45.14)
WHEREAS, the Local Government Cap Law, N.J.S. 40A:4-45.l et seq., provides that in the preparation of its annual budget, a municipality shall limit any increase in said budget to 0% unless authorized by ordinance to increase it to 3.5% over the previous year's final appropriations, subject to certain exceptions; and,

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:4-45.15a provides that a municipality may, when authorized by ordinance, appropriate the difference between the amount of its actual final appropriation and the 3.5% percentage rate as an exception to its final appropriations in either of the next two succeeding years; and, 

WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the Township of Morris, in the County of Morris, finds it advisable and necessary to increase its CY 2016 budget by up to 3.5% over the previous year's final appropriations, in the interest of promoting the health, safety and welfare of the citizens; and,

WHEREAS, the Governing Body for said year, amounting final appropriations otherwise advisable and necessary; and, hereby determines that a 3.5% increase in the to $882,910.85 in excess of the in the Government Cap Law, is advisable and necessary; and,

WHEREAS, the Governing Body hereby determines that any amount authorized hereinabove that is not appropriated, as part of the final budget shall be retained as an exception to final appropriation in either of the next two succeeding years.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Governing Body of the Township of Morris, in the County of Morris, a majority of the full authorized  of this governing body affirmatively concurring, that, in the CY 2016 budget year, the final appropriations of the Township of Morris shall, in accordance with this ordinance and N.J.S.A. 40: 45.14, be increased by 3.5%, amounting to $882,910.85 and that the CY 2016 municipal budget for the Township of Morris be approved and adopt accordance with ordinance; and,

BE IF FURTHER ORDAINED, that any amount authorized hereinabove that is not appropriated as part of the final budget shall be retained as an exception to final appropriation in either of the next two succeeding years; and,

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, with the that a Director certified copy of this ordinance as of the Division of Local Government Services within 5 days of introduction; and,

ORDINANCE NO.  06-16 - RE: AMENDING CHAPTER 410, SECTION 3B (1 & 2)TO INCREASE THE SEWER CONNECTION FEE

BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Morris as follows: 

SECTION ONE:  Chapter 410, Section 3 Building Sewers & Connection fees are amended as follows:

B. (1) For residential service, the fee for which shall be $6,000 per dwelling unit.

     (2) For service to establishments producing commercial, public building or industrial wastes and/or laboratory wastes, the fee for which shall be based on historic water usage or flows based on N.J.A.C. 7:14A-23.3 (projected flow criteria), as amended, and the fee shall be calculated by using a ratio of $900/100 gallons of daily flow to calculate the connection fee, but no less than $6,000.

SECTION TWO:  If any section, subsection, sentence,   clause, or     phrase of this ordinance is for any reason found to be unconstitutional or unenforceable, such decision shall not affect the remaining portion of this ordinance. 

SECTION THREE: all ordinances of  the Township of Morris which are inconsistent with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION FOUR: this ordinance shall   take effect upon final passage and publication thereof as provided by law.

RESOLUTION NO. 52-16 - RE: GOVERNOR’S COUNCIL ON ALCOHOLISM AND DRUG ABUSE FISCAL GRANT CYCLE JULY 2014 TO JUNE 2019 

WHEREAS, the Governor’s Council on Alcoholism and Drug Abuse established the Municipal Alliances for the Prevention of Alcoholism and Drug Abuse in 1989 to educate and engage residents, local government and law enforcement officials, schools, nonprofit organizations, the faith community, parents, youth and other allies in efforts to prevent alcoholism and drug abuse in communities throughout New Jersey.

WHEREAS, The Governing Body of the Township of Morris in the County of Morris of the State of New Jersey recognizes that the abuse of alcohol and drugs is a serious problem in our society amongst persons of all ages; and therefore has an established Municipal Alliance Committee; and

WHEREAS, the Township of Morris further recognizes that it is incumbent upon not only public officials but upon the entire community to take action to prevent such abuses in our community; and 

WHEREAS, the governing Body of the  Township of Morris has applied for funding to the Governor’s Council on Alcoholism and Drug Abuse through the County of Morris; and

PUBLIC COMMENT

Mayor Caffrey, in accordance with standard procedure, opened the meeting for comments by the general public.  The name, address and summary of comments and response, as appropriate, follows:

Mr. James O’Reilly – 50 Independence Way – Inquired about resolution 49-16- Self Examination Resolution.  Ans. Required by State law; asked why Mr. Nunn recused himself in reference to Resolution 47-15.  Ans. Was the Municipal Prosecutor.

Ms. Cathy Wilson – 20 Beechwood Drive – Thanked Mayor Caffrey for bringing to the publics’ attention A1475 which equires municipalities comprised within regional school districts to share certain payments received in lieu of taxes with counties and regional school districts.  
Ans. Mayor Caffrey - wants township residents to get behind a New Jersey Assembly bill co-sponsored by Assemblymen Michael Patrick Carroll and Anthony Bucco, both R-Morris, that he says would level the playing field for school districts being shut out of money gained by municipalities through sweetheart deals with developers.

Caffrey noted Morris Township is losing money because of Payment In Lieu Of Taxes (PILOT) programs in Morristown.

“Morristown makes deals with developers to come in and build but not pay taxes on the property for the first five to seven years or so,” Caffrey said. Instead, the developer makes a payment to Morristown in lieu of taxes.

That’s all well and good, he added, but all that money goes into Morristown’s own coffers and none of it is distributed in the Morris School District, which contains Morristown, Morris Township as well as Morris Plains on a high school tuition basis.

Those PILOT developments help keep Morristown municipal taxes down but do nothing to help the school district taxes because, Caffrey noted, a business would normally pay property taxes of which a large portion would go to the school district.

The burden is even harder on Morris Township, he said, because it pays 67 percent of the school budget to Morristown’s 33 percent due to its higher ratable base and a larger population.

“If the roles were reversed and Morristown had the larger share of school taxes, the Morristown PILOT programs would be scaled back,” Caffrey said.

Caffrey wrote a letter to the Assembly Judiciary Committee last week urging the bill be moved forward.

“The Town of Morristown, has over the years, embarked on many PILOT development projects, currently at least a dozen. The PILOT projects, for their municipality, will potentially pay economic dividends for their residents at some point dividends that Morris Township residents

Mayor Caffrey (continued) - will never experience,” the letter states. “During that time, the payment in lieu of taxes is collected by Morristown for these ratables and school taxes are not paid. I write to you in the interest of fairness. Morris Township taxpayers are picking up, conservatively, a quarter of a million dollars in just our share of school taxes on the dozen or so PILOT ratables. I am not opposed to PILOT’s and the economic benefit it may potentially bring to the municipality of Morristown, I just ask, in fairness, that Morris Township not have to pick up the school taxes, that under normal circumstances, would be paid for by these ratables.
The fact that Morris Township pays two thirds of the Morris School District budget, these PILOT projects, and the municipality of Morristown, should contribute our portion of the school taxes to the district, especially that the potential economic development in the future will not benefit my property taxpayers.
It has become and undue windfall for Morristown, simply because they share in only one third of the school budget. The inequity must be fixed, so that all regional school district municipalities and their taxpayers are not subject to an undue burden. The taxpayers in a contiguous municipality should not be faced with an increase in the school tax levy, due to a neighboring municipalities PILOT projects.
Caffrey said he wants the community to get behind the bill and write legislators in both the state assembly and senate urging support of the bill until it becomes law.
